Animal Services is working on a dog bite to a 14 year old female who
was nipped by an unknown stray dog at Prairie Elementary School,
1444 Stetson Street, Woodland on April 3, 2016.

The victim was at the park with friends when they found a small
brown dog in the park alone. They approached the dog and started
petting it, but the dog jumped up on the 14 year old and
scratched/nipped her on the back of her left thigh. The girl's mother,
who had limited information, stated that the dog did not appear to
have an owner around and that they had never seen the dog before.
The dog was described as small in size, brown in color, and wearing
a blue collar (unknown breed or gender).
